Pistol/Shotgun Range: The pistol

backers are set at 5,7 and 10 yards for
defensive pistol shooting. In the middle
of the range, we have a designated
shotgun area. Rubber backers are placed
at 10 yards and 25 yards. These are the
ONLY backers to be shot with “Bird Shot”
type shotgun shells. The steel plate at
25yrds is rated for pistols and shotguns
only. IT IS NOT SAFE FOR CENTERFIRE
RIFLES!
On the upper end of the pistol range we
have normal 25 and 50 yard target
backers. This is the ONLY place on this
range for centerfire rifle shooting. We
consider it an overflow when the other
ranges are busy or occupied by another
event.
